+ Power system (AC/DC): Data regarding
voltage and absorbed power/current is
given on the rating plate.

 Electrical fuse: The installation must always
be secured with a minimum 10A fuse. For
use with 115V power net a 15A fuse should
be used.

GETTING STARTED

During the initial startup and continuous usage
of the unit, the following procedures shall be
followed:

Place the unit on a solid levelled floor. Make
sure the room is ventilated, dry and the
ambient temperature is between 16°C &
32°C. Ensure air circulation around the unit
and protect it against direct sunlight.

Remove the protection foil from the interior
as well as the bag with spares, keys, and user
manual. Keep the user manual, spares and
keys for later use. Place the small shelf at the
interior bottom.

Plug the power socket in a dedicated outlet.
For correct voltage requirement, follow the
information on the rating plate. When
started, let the Ultra-low temperature
appliance, cooling for at least 24 hours
before placing any products inside.

When the appliance initially starts up, the
acoustical and visual high temperature
alarm may occur. This is normal. The alarm
can be accepted on the display.

Once a thorough inspection of the
appliance is completed, products can be
loaded into the unit. Products should be
pre-frozen when inserted into the appliance,
to not negatively affect the cooling
performance of the appliance.
